Temporary Practice Permit: A time limited permit that allows an applicant, who meets all qualifications for
licensure, to practice while waiting for specific information regarding their application

Substance Use Disorder: Encompasses a pattern of behaviors that range from misuse to dependency or
addiction, whether the substance is alcohol, legal drugs or illegal drugs
